Servant Leaders Today 

Summer Theme:  Passionate Spirituality.   
Growing Deeper in God’s Empowering Grace 
It is more common to say: “I am more spiritual than reli-
gious.”  We hunger for deeper connection to God and the 
purposes and power of God for our lives.  We are inter-
ested in a life that has spiritual depth and meaning.  The 
Pentecost season focuses on what it means to grow spiritu-
ally as followers of Jesus.  What Jesus did, what he said, 
and how people responded to Jesus provide clues for 
growing deeper in our spiritual walk in God’s grace.  The 
Old Testament lessons give background stories and teach-
ings that shed light on the Gospel lesson.  The second les-
sons are taken from letters written by the apostle Paul, 
where Paul describes both the surprising nature of God’s 
forgiving grace, and what this means for the freedom of 
the Christian to love and serve God and neighbor.
