Gathering Song O Beautiful for Spacious Skies ELW 888
Born in 1859, Katherine Lee Bates was the daughter of a Congregational min-
ister. She was a graduate of Wellesley College, where she later taught English.
This text was reportedly written in 1893 while teaching summer classes at
Colorado College in Colorado Springs. She was inspired by the 14,000 foot
views atop Pikes Peak and quickly wrote these words in a notebook. The text is
paired with this tune by Newark NJ organist Samuel Ward. Ward was also
inspired to compose his tune. It came to him in 1882 while he was on a ferry-
boat trip from Coney Island back to his home in New York City, after a lei-
surely summer day in 1882, and he immediately wrote it down. He was so
anxious to capture the tune in his head, he asked fellow passenger friend
Harry Martin for his shirt cuff to write the tune on, thus perhaps the origin of
the “off the cuff” analogy. Ward and Bates never met.

The tune CORONATION was written by Oliver Holden. Holden was born in Shirley, Massachusetts in 1765. It first
appeared in print in The Union Harmony or Universal Collection of Sacred Music, published in Boston in 1793.
Paired with a text written by English writers Edward Perronet and John Rippon, this beloved hymn is one of the few
written during the Revolutionary War period that is still in common use today.

Anthem Lift Every Voice and Sing

Two brothers, James Weldon Johnson (1871 — 1938) and J. Rosamond Johnson (1873 — 1954), collaborated in writing
this hymn in 1921 which became widely associated with the civil rights movement of the 1960's. Both had impressive
education and careers. James served as US consul to Peuto Cabello, Venuezuela, and later to Corinto, Nicaragua. His
publications include God’s Trombones in 1927. J. Rosamond toured in vaudeville in the US and Europe, and appeared
on Broadway in Porgy and Bess and other productions.

Time for Offering

The words for | Love to Tell the Story were written by Anabella Katherine Hankey. Her writings were greatly influ-
enced by a trip to South Africa to care for her sick brother. She devoted much of her time and the money she earned as
a nurse and a writer to missions. William Fischer wrote the tune, and it was first published in a Methodist pamphlet,
Joyful Songs, in Philadelphia in 1869. Fischer was a well-known composer of gospel music

This hymn is an example of the true “melting pot” our American hymnody truly is. The tune, National Anthem, was a
British patriotic song first paired with the text “God Save our Gracious King” (or Queen, depending on who was on the
throne at the time). The text is an adaptation from a German hymn. The English text was adapted by Charles Brooks
and John Dwight, who were both born in 1883 in Massachusetts. Both were ordained Unitarian ministers, although
Dwight was forced to find another vocation due to his extreme shyness.

Anthem Amazing Grace

John Newton had an interesting and difficult story. Born in 1725, his mother died when Newton was 7 years old. His
father was a ship master, and sent the boy to boarding school until he was eleven years old, when he went to sea with his
father. Newton joined the Navy at seventeen, but was disciplined and thrown out after failing to return from leave.
Working on slave ships as a young man, and surviving a shipwreck at sea, Newton eventually he became a slave trader
for six years. The slave trade became extremely distasteful to him, so gave up it up in 1754. While he worked in another
field, began to study Hebrew and Greek in preparation for ministry. The precise origin of the tune is unknown. It first
appeared in Virginia Harmony in 1831, and the legend is that the tune was inspired by the songs sung by slaves on the
ships.

Hymn What Wondrous Love is This ELW 666

The exact origin of the text and tune of this American hymn is unknown. The text first appeared in a publica-
tion in 1811, and was paired with this tune in Southern Harmony in 1843, and The Sacred Harp in 1844.

Hymn Let Us Break Bread Together ELW 471

This spiritual was used as a gathering song by slaves in colonial Virginia. The use of drums and horns to con-
vene meetings had been prohibited in 1676, due to group protests and escape attempts. Though it wasn't
originally a communion hymn, the text we are familiar with was added sometime after the Civil War.

Sending Song God of Our Fathers

The text was written by Daniel Crane Roberts in 1876 for a July 4 Centennial celebration. It first appeared with
this tune in an 1892 hymnal.
