Ephesians 4 ς The Apostle Paul 

As a prisoner for the Lord, then, I urge you to live a life worthy of the calling you have received.  Be completely 

humble and gentle; be patient, bearing with one another in love.  Make every effort to keep the unity of the Spirit 

through the bond of peace.  There is one body and one Spirit, just as you were called to one hope when you were 

called;  one Lord, one faith, one baptism;  one God and Father of all, who is over all and through all and in all. 
 

Augsburg Confession, Article VII: Of the Church ς Martin Luther 
The Church is the congregation of saints, in which the Gospel is rightly taught and the Sacraments are rightly 

administered.  And to the true unity of the Church it is enough to agree concerning the doctrine of the Gospel 

and the administration of the Sacraments. Nor is it necessary that human traditions, that is, rites or ceremonies, 

instituted by men, should be everywhere alike. As Paul says: One faith, one Baptism, one God and Father of all, 

etc. 

It is February.  Epiphany, the ñSeason of Lightò is upon us, a time for the church to bask in the glow of Godôs 

light and life as revealed in Jesus Christ.  By the end of the month we will move into Lent, the ñSpringtime of the 

Soulò, when the church will be called to grow in faith, hope, and love by the One who calls us to be brothers and 

sisters in the faith.  So what exactly does it mean to be ñchurchò during these days of light and growth? 

According to the Apostle Paul, the church is called to be ñhumble and patientò, keeping the ñunity of the Spiritò 

no matter what time of year it is!  Of course, since this is impossible to do through merely human efforts, Martin 

Luther reminds us that we are strengthened for this task through the means of grace:  

the Word and the Sacraments. 

God is at the center of our lives as the Word: 

-- Jesus, the Living Word 

-- The Bible, the Written Word 

-- The Sermon, the Preached Word 

God is at the center of our lives through the Sacraments: 

-- Holy Baptism, which makes us new creations 

-- Holy Communion, which offers us forgiveness, life, and hope 
 

Does any of this sound familiar?  It should ï this is straight out of the Small Catechism that you studied in  

confirmation class!  And if youôre not a ñlife-long Lutheranò and missed the joy of confirmation classes, then you 

have just heard a bit more about our Lutheran heritage.  In either case, the message is clear:  God calls us to unite 

together in gentleness, patience, and humility as we unite in the Spirit.  And we are empowered to do this by 

gathering frequently for worship where we encounter Godôs Word in Jesus, Scripture, and Preaching, and  

experience Godôs life-giving Sacraments through Baptismal living and the sharing of Holy Communion.  (The 

importance of this Holy Meal is why the Vinje Church Council recently voted to expand our communion practice 

from 3 Sundays a month to every Sunday.) 
 

How is God sharing the light of Christ with you during these days of Epiphany?  How do you think God will be 

calling you to grow during the season of Lent?  How are you experiencing the warmth of Godôs Word and  

Sacraments during these cold winter days?  Thanks be to God for the sharing of extraordinary blessings through 

ordinary ways!

 Every transition we encounter in life brings with it confusion and anxiety; however, every  

transition in life also provides us with the great opportunity to ask very important ñcore questions.ò 

How do we do ministry at Vinje is one such core question that people are asking in our congregation 

and I think that is GREAT!  We need to be asking this question.  Is our ministry created, implemented, 

and owned only by paid staff or is our ministry created, implemented, and owned by the congregation 

as a whole working in partnership with staff?  (These are two very different models!) 

 While every transition in life can be somewhat uncomfortable, every transition can also bring 

about new life, new energy, new creativity.  As Vinje and its ministries undergo this time of transition 

within transition I ask you to embrace the question: How do we do ministry at Vinje?  I look forward

Austria has been the birthplace of many famous composers including Joseph Haydn, Michael Haydn, Franz Schubert, 

Anton Bruckner, Johann Strauss, and others.  Wolfgang Amadeus Mozart was born in Salzburg, which at the time 

was an independent Church Principality, though one that was closely connected to Austria.  Salzburg was also the 

setting for parts of the musical and film The Sound of Music.
